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About the Boulder County Domestic Abuse Prevention Project

Since 1986, the Domestic Abuse Prevention Project (DAPP) has worked to improve the response to intimate
partner violence (or domestic violence) in Boulder County. By treating domestic violence as a crime, we strive to
raise awareness of the issuesto prevent further abuse. The Project is a coordinated effort among law enforcement,
the District Attorney’ s Office, the Judiciary, Community Justice Services, Probation, Private Probation Services,
Socia Services, battered women’ s shelters, perpetrator treatment providers and concerned individuals. DAPP acts
asaliaisonto all involved agencies, monitors the effectiveness of system-wide efforts, and maintains statistics on
all reported cases of domestic violence in Boulder County.

Goals of the Project are to:
« Reduce the number of deaths and injuries from domestic violence;
« Increaseinterdepartmental communication;
« Improve interagency coordination;
« Raise community awareness of intimate partner violence and alternatives to violence; and
«  Work with agencies and others to ensure that victims of domestic violence are provided the best possible
services.
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DAPP Update:

Thisreport is reaching you later than anticipated due to several changesin our data collection process.
The State Court database changed and the new system requires additional steps to collect information.
The District Attorney’ s Office changed their database and access policy, which significantly impacted
our data collection procedures. Our thanks to Jim Atherton of the District Attorney's Office’ sfor his

ongoing assistance with our program.

DAPP staff is confident in the quality and reliability of the datain our reports.



Statistical Summary and Highlights, January-June 2007

= All Case Summary:
e For thefirst half of 2007, overal Boulder County experienced an 11% increase from
the first half of last year in all reported domestic violence cases (formal domestic
violence cases remained the same).
e Longmont is reporting 40% of the formal domestic violence cases (arrests, book and
release, summons, and warrant arrests) for Boulder County.
e Cases were both parties were arrested or charged with a Domestic Violence crime
(double arrest) for Boulder County reports to be down in a 29% comparing to the same
period from 2006.

= Feloniesand Misdemeanors:
e For the first half of 2006, the county had 30% felony arrests and 70% misdemeanor
arrests. The first half of 2007, Boulder County had 26% felony arrests and 74%
misdemeanor arrests.

= Demographics:
e Thefemale arrest rate increased from 19% for the first half of 2006 to 23% in 2007.
e For thefirst half of 2007, the recidivism rate was 35%, increased in 4% from 2006.
e Themagjority of defendants and victims are in the age range of 18-29.
e Themagjority of defendants have at least a high school diploma and slightly more than
half were employed at the time of the arrest.

= |Incident Information:
e In 29% of the cases, the defendant and victim are no longer involved in arelationship
at the time of the incident.
e In 39% of the cases, defendants used alcohol and/or an illegal substance; in 18% of
the cases, victims used alcohol and/or an illegal substance. In 13% of the cases, both
defendants and victims used alcohol and/or an illegal substance.
e In79% of the cases, law enforcement offered victim advocate services on scene, by
either calling, presenting a brochure, etc.
e In 11% of the cases, the defendant used a weapon (DAPP defines a weapon as
something other than a part of the body used to threaten or harm the victim) and in the
majority of those cases, defendants used something other than a knife or firearm
(telephones, bottles, keys, rocks, baseball bats, etc.).

= Children’sInvolvement:
e 1n28% of all the formal casesthere was at least one child present during the domestic
violence incident. Of those cases, 75% (amost 200 children) either heard or saw the
incident.
e In 69% of the formal cases where children were present during the time of the
incident, the defendant was charged with child abuse.



Recidivism and Multiple Victimizations

e The domestic violence recidivism rate was 35% and multiple victimization rate was
30% in Boulder County.

e DAPP sdefinition of recidivism and repeat victimizations includes only domestic
violence crimes committed in Boulder County. Please note that DAPP’s conversion to
the new database allows for tracking recidivism and repeat victimization starting in 1994,
when we developed our first electronic database.

Bonds:

e For the first half of 2007, 25% of the defendants did not post bond prior to the
disposition of their case.

e Recently DAPP staff changed the system of collecting data for the bond information.
While this system is more labor intensive, we believe it is more reliable and that the
numbers rel eased are a more accurate representation of bonds posted prior to disposition
of the criminal case.

e 1n 2004, the 20" Judicial District made the decision that all defendants arrested for a
domestic violence-related charge be held until they are seen by ajudge or magistrate in
open court. Thisbrings our judicial district into compliance with state statute §18-1-
1001(5), which mandates that all domestic violence offenders are advised by ajudge of
the Criminal Protection Order (CPO) placed on them for the duration of their case. No
domestic violence arrestee will be eligible for release prior to seeing ajudge. Given these
changes, DAPP no longer reports information on defendants held for a bond hearing.

Disposition I nformation:

e Digposition information is based on the date of disposition; thus all reported material
reflects cases that were sentenced during January to June 2007 (regardless of the date of
arrest). During this period, there were a total of 563 dispositions, of those 416 (74%)
were convictions and 147 (26%) were dismissals.

e For thefirst half of 2007, 3 defendants received deferred prosecutions.

e On 74% of convicted first time offenders were sentenced to domestic violence
treatment.

e Only 9% of sentenced cases, where children were present and the defendant charged
with child abuse, resulted in a conviction for child abuse.

! Colorado Statute (18-6-801 (4)) states: no person accused or convicted of acrime, the underlying factual
basis of which has been found by the court on the record to include an act of domestic violence, as
defined in section 18-6-800.3 (1), shall be eligible for home detention in the home of the victim pursuant
to section 18-1.3-105 or 18-1.3-106 or for deferred prosecution pursuant to section 18-1.3-101. Nothing
in this subsection (4) isintended to prohibit a court from ordering a deferred sentence for a person
accused or convicted of a crime, the underlying factual basis of which has been found by the court on the
record to include an act of domestic violence, as defined in section 18-6-800.3 (1).

For thefirst half of 2007, of the 576 formal arrests, 375 (65% ) were first time offenders and 201 (35% ) were recidivists or had committed a
previous domestic violence crime in Boulder County. Of the those recidivists, 110 (55%) of the defendants committed their second domestic
violence offense and 91 (45%) of defendants committed their third or more domestic violence offense.
