RR c. the reason(s) why the work is not subject to the moratorium including any benefit to public health, safety, and welfare and 
the environment;

RR d. the time and dates when the work would occur;

RR f. any mitigating measures to reduce impacts to neighbors and other affected parties;

RR g. a list of all parties that will receive notice from the operator prior to commencement of work;

RR h. documentation that the operator can obtain and maintain all other required local, state, or federal permits, including 
without limitation county Floodplain Development Permits and any permits required by COGCC, CDPHE, and the U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineers. Please list all all permits that are required for the proposed work. (submit on separate sheet).
