Janice will provide 
advice to the water sampling stream teams which they hope to form.

• Glenn Paterson initially reported the flow for LeftHand had peaked – however, he 
flowed up with another email saying diversions may have lowered the flow. 

• MS4 Permit discussion  
o Meeting with CDPHE was held on June 1 the minor and major 

modifications, factsheet and Q&A were discussed within one hour.  The 
certifications and annual report form should be distributed soon. 

o Irrigation ditches – publically owned and majority stormwater – the 
mapping compliance deadline was modified and then removed.  A 
decision tree has been development by the Colorado Stormwater Council 
and will be sent to the CDPHE for review. 

o Adjacent to state waters language remains in the permit. 
o PDD – to be fully implemented January 1, 2019.
